PROCEDURE AT THE ADJUDICATION HEARING

1. At the adjudication hearing the appellant may be supported by a friend or colleague who may be a member of the N.I.R.A. or Mentor. Legal representation will not be permitted. Supporters may not make direct representations at the hearing, but may provide advice and guidance to the appellant.

2. The appellant will be required to state the basis of appeal and provide justification of the grounds for appeal.

3. Where appropriate Video evidence may be permitted but this should have been reviewed in the first instance by the Referee and the Assessor concerned at the first phase of the Appeal Procedure.

4. The Appeal will be confined to the issues which relate to the match concerned and my not import comparative discussion of other matches or officials.

5. The Assessor whose report has been appealed will be in attendance and using contemporaneous notes and his Assessment report, will respond to the issues raised in the Appeal.

6. No cross  examination will be permitted.

      7.          All points for clarification will be addressed via the chair.

      8         The Chair and Panel Members may cross examine the appellant and Assessor to clarify         

                 any relevant issues to assist in their determination of outcome.

      9         Both parties will be permitted an opportunity for closing submissions before withdrawing 

                 to allow consideration by the Panel.
