PROCEDURES TO ENABLE A REFEREE APPEAL AGAINST AN ASSESSMENT

1. Referees must indicate their objection of the Assessment to the Association (William Campbell) by e-mail or in writing within 72 hours of receipt.

2. An initial meeting/discussion between the Referee and the Assessor should normally be organised within 7 days of receipt of the Assessment. The responsibility for arranging the meeting lies with the Referee.

3. If no resolution is gained the Referee should within 72 hours of the meeting/discussion contact William Campbell on wcampbell@irishfa.com
4. At this stage a commission of the Referees Committee lead of Assessment plus one other Referee Committee Member will investigate, meet and adjudicate (In the event that the complaint is against the Referees Committee lead, two other members of the Referees Committee will investigate) This meeting will normally be convened within 7 days following the notification to W.Campbell at 3 above.

5. The outcome of the adjudication hearing will normally be notified to the parties involved within 48 hours. 

6. If the Referee remains unsatisfied he will still have access to the Associations Appeals Structure as laid out in Article 21 of the Association Articles of Association.
